FROST 
went on to win at Balmoral Park in Chicago, and at the 
Meadowlands Racetrack in New Jersey. All of her con-
nections have contributed to her great early success--
and her winning ways started rat the Waushara County 
Fair in Wautoma!  A PATCHY FROST is relaxing for a 
few months, back home at Pat and Jimôs place in the 
gently-rolling pastures of Livingston.  Then, just like the 
Green Bay Packers, sheôll return to training for her up-
coming season. The Springers plan to race FROST this 
winter on the East Coast.
